Dear Teachers,
Sunday Schools in UK vary widely in terms of the number of teachers and students. Sunday Schools in
UK may be broadly divided into the following two categories —

e Small Sunday Schools: The number of teachers is less than 10, or teachers are not available for each
year, or there are very few children making it difficult to hold separate classes for each year.

e Large Sunday Schools: The number of teachers is 10 or more, and there are sufficient students in the
year groups, allowing for separate classes to be held for each year.

These textbooks have been designed to cater to the needs of both the Small and Large Sunday Schools.

e Small Sunday Schools should have combined classes for Years 3 and 4 students, and should
alternatively teach Year 3 syllabus in one year and Year 4 syllabus in the next year. Annual Exams would
be held only for the syllabus taught during the year. Students would move from Primary Group to the
Sub-Juniors group after completing the syllabus for Years 3 and 4, over a 2-year period.

e Large Sunday Schools should have separate classes for Years 3 and 4. Year 3 students would move to
Year 4 at the end of the year. Year 3 students would move to Year 4 at the end of the year.

The teachers and the Parish Vicar should jointly decide if their Sunday School is Small or Large.

Saul was a Roman citizen involved in punishing and persecuting Christians.
He was very educated and worked as a government official. He was the one who
had been keeping the clothes of those who had stoned Stephen, the first martyr
of the Church. One day he went on to Damascus with the authorized letters of
Jewish high priests in order to bring Christians to Jerusalem as captives. When

he was approaching Damascus, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him.
He fell to the ground and heard a voice saying to him,

“Saul, Saul, why do you
persecute me?”



Being afraid of the voice, he asked, "Who are you, Lord?" And the reply came
from heaven, "I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting. But get up and enter the
city, and you will be told what you are to do.”

The men who were traveling with him stood speechless because they heard
the voice but saw no one. Saul got up from the ground. He opened his eyes, but
could see nothing. He had lost his eyesight. The people with him led him to Da-
mascus and brought him to the house of 'Judas’ where he stayed for three days,
spending time in prayer without eating or drinking anything.

After three days, the Lord commanded a priest named Ananias, who was a
strong devotee of Jesus, to go to Saul. Ananias came to the house of Judas and
laid his hands on him and prayed. Immediately something like scales of fish fell
from his eyes, and his sight was restored.

Having realized his sins, Saul had repented and accepted Jesus Christ as his
Lord and Saviour. Then he got baptized, received the name 'Paul' and became the
apostle of Christ. Hence, the persecutor of the church had become its nourisher,
who went on to dif ferent parts of the earth and preached the gospel of Christ, St.
Paul is also included among the disciples of Jesus Christ. In AD 67, Emperor Nero
had murdered him by sword, and he became a martyr. And the Church celebrates
the commemoration of St. Paul along with St. Peter, the head of the disciples, on

June 29 every year.

They celebrated
it in remembrance of Moses receiving the Ten Commandments from God at Mount
Sinai. The Christian Church also celebrates the day of Pentecost as a feast af ter
the disciples received the Holy Spirit on the first Feast of Pentecost after Jesus'
resurrection. And it is celebrated every year on the 50th day after Easter.

On the day of Pentecost, the disciples of Jesus were gathered together and
praying in the House of Mark (Sehiyon Malika). And suddenly from heaven there
came a sound like the rush of a violent wind.It filled the entire house where they
were sitting. When they looked up with great anxiety, divided tongues, as of fire,
appeared among them, and a tongue rested on each of them. The fire tongue was
the Holy Spirit. Hence the Spirit of God descended on the apostles in the form of

divided fire tongues.

Having received the Holy Spirit, the fear of the apostles was gone off and
they started to preach about Christ with the power of the Holy Spirit. Hearing
their preaching, lot of people believed in Christ and converted to Christianity. The
apostles baptized everyone, healed the sick with the power of the Holy Spirit, and
taught the crowd about the Kingdom of God.

According to the instruction of Prophet Nathan, Bathsheba requested
King David to let her son Solomon be the next king. And the king granted her
request. Obeying the command of the King, Priest Zadok and Prophet Nathan
took the horn of oil from the Tent and ancinted Solomon as the new King of
Israel.

s King Solomon thus prayed to God,

Since he had requested not for wealth nor for long life, but only for a wise
and discerning heart, God was pleased in Solomon, and granted him every other
blessing. The fame of Solomon’s wisdom spread throughout around the wor|d.
He wrote about trees - from the cedar that is in the Lebanon to the hyssop
that grows in the walls; and also about birds, animals, reptiles and fish, People
came from all the nations to hear the wisdom of Solomon even with valuable

giffs.

Using the divine wisdom, wealth and expertise, Solomon constructed many man-
sions and palaces. However, his most significant contribution was the building
of Jerusalem Temple, which was a lifelong dream of his father, King David. Hi-
ram, the king of Tyre provided the entire wood for furnishing the House of the
Lord. One hundred fifty three thousand and five hundred (One lakh fifty three
thousand and five hundred) labourers worked for seven years to complete it.
The Temple was divided into three parts -the Holy of Holies (Inner Sanctum/
KodeshHaKodashim), the Holy Place (Greater House/Larger Hekhal), and the
Outer Court (Greater Court where people assembled). The Tabernacle of God
was placed at the Holy of Holies. Since the entire place was separated as holy,
and in order not to hear the sound of hammer or axe or any other tool of iron,
every material was finished at the quarry or workplace itself and then brought
to Jerusalem.

Being the richest and powerful king in the world, Solomon started
to forget God gradually and led his life in cosy ways. He violated the commands
of 6od and committed sins against Him. He constructed temples for other gods
and started worshiping them. He imputed over taxes for the people, and there-
by they began to hate their king. Furthermore, he married various women from
different religions and castes. And consequently, the anger of God came unto
Solomon and all his richness. He died at the age of 60 and his kingdom got di-

vided.

Jericho, a city situated on the western side of River Jordan, was popular as
a trading city. Merchants had to pay taxes for selling their products in Jericho.
Zacchaeus was a chief tax-collector who collected taxes from the traders on be-
half of the Roman Government. Since the Roman Government enslaved the Jews,
they hated such tax collectors who worked for the Romans.

Zacchaeus, being a Jew and worked for the Romans, was hated strongly by
the Jews. Moreover, he used to defraud people and forcefully collected extra
money from them. Consequently, he was out of Jewish companionship.

One day he heard about Jesus - "A man from Nazareth, who heals many;
and loves sinners, even tax collectors.” "Oh, then I should meet him,” he thought
in his mind. After some days, having heard that Jesus was coming to Jericho,
Zacchaeus rushed to see him. But on account of the large crowd around Jesus he
could not,

because he was very short in stature. So he ran ahead and climbed a sycamore
tree on the wayside to see him. He saw that Jesus was approaching. When Jesus
came hearby the tree, he looked up and said, "Zacchaeus, hurry and come down;
for I must stay at your house today.” He got extremely exclaimed. And suddenly

he came down from the tree and welcomed Jesus to
his house. While Jesus was walking to his house, all who
witnessed it began to grumble and said, "He has gone to
be the guest of a sinner!” Zacchaeus stood there and
| said to loving Jesus, "Look, half of my possessions, Lord,
I will give to the poor; and if I have defrauded anyone
of anything, I will pay back four times as much."Hence
Zacchaeus got confessed his sins and repented. Having
seen this, Jesus said, "Today salvation has come to this
house, because he too is a son of Abraham. For, the Son
of Man came to seek out and to save the lost." And Zac-
chaeus became so happy.

Have you ever participated in the service of 'Washing of the Feet' (Kaalka-
zhukalshushrusha) on the day of the ‘Feast of Passover' (Pesahaperunnal)? Tt
is an important service in our Church, conducted only once in a year. It is being
done by a metropolitan sitting with twelve priests. The metropolitan washes the
feet of the twelve priests and kisses them. The service of 'Washing of the Feet'
is being conducted following Jesus’ great model of humbleness.

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The day of the Feast of the Passover came after Hosanna. Disciples said to
Jesus, "Where do you want us to make preparations for the Passover meal?" Jesus
said to Peter and John, "Go into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water will
meet you; follow him; and wherever he enters, ask the owner of the house; and he
will show you a large room upstairs, furnished and ready.” Then the two disciples
went to the city and found everything as he had told them; and they prepared the
Passover meal. On the dusk of the day, Jesus entered into the room along with his
twelve disciples and ate the Passover meal there.

When everyone had taken their places in the upper room, Jesus took a loaf
of bread, and after blessing it he broke it, gave it to them, and said, "Take, eat:
this is my body."” Then he took the cup, and after giving thanks he gave it to them,
saying, "Drink from it, all of you; for this is my blood of the New Covenant, which
is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins."

After this, Jesus got up from the table, took off his outer robe, and tied
a towel around himself. Then he poured water into a basin and began to wash the
disciples' feet and to wipe them with the towel that was tied around him. During
that period, slaves were forced to wash the feet of their masters. But here, Je-
sus who was the Son of God, humbled himself and exhibited the great model of
servanthood by washing the feet of his disciples |ike a slave.

Jesus was washing the feet of his disciples one by one. When he came to
Simon Peter, Peter said to him, "Lord, are you going to wash my feet?" Jesus
answered, "Unless T wash you, you have no share with me." Hearing this Peter re-
plied, "Lord, not my feet only but also wash my hands and my head!” After washing
the feet of everyone, Jesus said, "If I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your
feet, you also ought to wash one another's feet.” And he gave them instructions on
humbleness and then completed the Feast of Passover.
